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RSET has crafted a Code of Ethics for Research in order to promote truthful, well-oriented and productive research ensuring quality and incentivizing quantity, which eventually, shall contribute to creation of new knowledge.
Primarily ethics denotes, "Do unto others as you would have them do unto you", In other words it denotes the principles that guide our behavior toward making the best choices that contribute to the common good of all.
Honesty: Be Honest in reporting data, results, methods and procedures. Do not fabricate, falsify, or misrepresent data. Do not deceive colleagues, research sponsors, or the public. Check plagiarism using software.
Objectivity: Be objective in data analysis, data interpretation, peer review, grant request writing, expert testimony, and other aspects of research.
Integrity:  Be sincere adhering to promises and agreements; striving for consistency of thought and action.
Confidentiality: Protect confidentiality of communications, such as papers or grant proposals submitted for review/publication, personnel records. 
Non-Discrimination: Avoid discrimination against colleagues or students on the basis of sex, race, or other factors not related to scientific competence and integrity.
Social Responsibility: Ensure your research work does not harm social good directly or indirectly.
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
